1. Lexington has had 6 Hepatitis A cases

3. Fayette Mal had a very large food borne illness outbreak affecting over 450 people
a. Norovirus was confirmed
b. Investigation found food trays were not cleaned or sanitized between uses.
c. Operators in the food court voluntarily closed
d. The same day a reporting line was established the phone land lines went down
i. Lexington IT crew devised an e-mail system for illness reporting.

1. Boyle County hired a new environmentalist – Brittany Elkins.
a. Previously employed as an environmentalist in Taylor County
2. Jason is now the environmental supervisor.

1. Environmental Management Branch hired Sarah Wilhoite as Environmental Health Inspector 1 in the Facilities section.
