1. NEHA will be held June 25, 2018 in Anaheim, California
2. Laura Strevels will be attending IEHS as Jessica has a scheduling conflict.
President Elect: Gene Thomas – reported
1. There are plans to redo some of the registered Sanitarian test.
2. Dr. Blank at Eastern University is preparing a syllabus / guide to assist candidates in preparing for the test.
3. The RS Board is considering an increase to administer the exam.  The fee will go from $20 to $ 50.
4. Dr.  Blank and the RS Board determined there should be no reduction in the RS exam difficulty.
5. Matt Rhodes has offered resignation from the RS Board due to reorganization of the Louisville Metro Health Department resulting in additional work duties.

4. The deli’s/ stores are dealing with the menu labeling law.
5. Mr. Lanter announced he will be speaking at the FDA Central regional meeting in Louisville in August.

Budget –(R) Jessica Davenport / Gene Thomas – reported
1. The budget committee met prior to this meeting and the budget will be discussed in new business.
Exhibits (A)– Don Jacobs – not present
Legislative (A) – Chair- Joel Barrett – reported
1. HB 263 a bill an extension of the Farmer’s Market bill, pertaining to non-hazardous food production was passed.  On July 14 this law becomes effective.  The Food Safety Branch will be handling any inquiries/ enforcement/ complaints referencing this bill.
a. HB 263 addresses home based processing including products may be made at one’s home kitchen. 
i. Allows non-hazardous food production in home kitchens.
ii. Did not change any requirements of home based microprocessors.
b. Changes language of the current bill restricting home based processors to grow the “main” ingredient to no requirement to grow anything.
c. Also changes current language to remove the restriction of selling home based products only at farmer’s market, registered roadside stands, and from their own premises so these products can be sold anywhere.
i. Pike county is requiring the phrase “NOT INSPECTED” must appear on the label.
ii. There was discussion on UK’s participation / clarification on pretzels, dehydrated whole vegetables.
1. Whole vegetables cannot be dehydrated without cutting.
a. Terminology “whole fruits and vegetables” written into the law.
2. Products will be approved on a case by case basis.
2. Senate bill 25 (SB25) stating all fees charged by local health departments be reviewed by fiscal court did not pass.
3. The bill which addressed municipal sewage was amended to/ substituted by the pension bill.
a. Various discussion on this bill pertaining to changes in the retirement system, legality of the bill, and local health department/ district reactions.
